“Sparkling & Star”, are engaged in the business of manufacturing of jewellery of gold, silver and other precious or base metal clad 
with precious metals, precious or semi precious stones, or of combinations of precious metals

These acquisitions will enable the company to foray into fastmoving segments of jewellery like Chains as well as highly established 
& traditionally sacred Mangalsutra business

The company has acquired full ownership of both firms for Rs. 26.00 crores and Rs. 23.98 crores respectively. Unsecured loans 
from directors amount to Rs. 21 crores in M/s. Sparkling and Rs. 16.5 crores in M/s. Starmangalsutra, which will be repaid upon 
board approval
